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~ Abstract

Leukaemia is a certain morbid reaction due to some
latent toxin inside the human body but brought out
by the provocation of physiological disturbance and
by some other external causes. The pattern of the

pathological changes of this disease is as follows: if the
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latent toxin can be made to penetrate outward ,measles,
pox and some other viral or suppurative diseases will
be the result; but if the latent toxin has bogged down
deep in the marrow, then leukaemia will be the result.
In pediatrics, this disease in fact is pock or measles of
a recessive and anomalous nature; in the cases of grown-
ups, it may be called “viral seurvy”, and if in chronic
state with hepatosplenomegaly and enlargement of ‘the
lymph node,it may be called “viral nodule”.

The writer is making an appeal for regarding, this
disease as a viral disease and not as some sort of
cancer. The hyperplasia of white blood corpuscles is due
to the disturbance of immunity function; the®infantile”
white blood corpuscles are those -injured .or sufferd in
the course of some pathological changes. This disease
is a kind of “canceroid reaction®; it does not fall into
a independent class of diseases of its own. '

Enlightened by his clinical experience for a long fime,
consulting immunotherapy and noting that leukemoid-
reaction treatment be based on primeval causes of the
disease, the writer, with better curative effect, has put
