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FOREWORD

At the eager request of the professionals, and under the support of leaders form the Ministry of Construction, Shanghai
Municipal Government, and Shanghai Municipal Government Construction Commission, A Collection of Prize-winning
Works in the Shanghai International Residential Design Contest now comes out as the outcome of the collective effort of the
Organizing Committee of Shanghai International Communication on Residential Design 96 .

A significant measure undertaken by the Shanghai Municipal Government to improve citizens, life, Shanghai Interna-
tional Communication on Residential Design 96 was launched to enlist urban residential designs from home and abroad,
aiming to explore the humanistic ways to optimize citizens, housing conditions and living environment with limited land re-
source and funds. It contains Shanghai International Residential Design Contest 96 , Shanghai Local Residents Forums on
Residential Design, Shanghai International Residential Conference 2000, and China (Shanghai) International Residential
Construction Exhibition 2000. A comprehensive record of the contest and the conference, this book serves to sum up the in-
sights contributed by the participants.

Since April 1996 when we first began to invite participation throughout the world, by the deadling of October 10,
1996, 503 valid entries have been sent in by architectural institutions, colleges and individuals from Argentina, Austria,
Australia, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, France, Germany, India, Japan, Korea, Singapore, South Africa, the U.K.and
the U.S., among which were 131 site plans, 346 individual building designs and 26 proposals for public buildings. All the
above indicates that it was a truly international competition of high quality.

To ensure fair reviewing of the proposals, we have invited the following nine experts from home and abroad to make up
the international jury: Cai Zhenyu, Charles Correa, Nicholas John Habraken, Hong Birong, John Lund Kriken, Liu Thai
Ker, Wu Liangyong, Yao Bing, and Zheng Shiling. The jury members elected Prof.Zheng Shiling Chairman of the jury.

Reviewing took place on November 2-4, 1996 at Cypress Hotel in Shanghai. Based on the technical work done prior to
the jurys reviewing, the jury reached consensus on the 20 prize-winning proposals after careful and thoughtful discussions
and balloting.

For the selected projects the jury appreciated the mix of building types with a single plan. It also recognized the cre-
ation of open space variety, residential quarter environment and of major open spaces serving the whole neighborhood. A
number of projects explored historic Shanghai building types while meeting modern residential building standards.

Among the projects presented, most considered the requirement of sustainability and reflected a comprehensive study of
the relation between architecture typology and life style, the physical and social environment, and technical constraints.
With newly gained international experience and requirements, some projects expressed bold investigation towards new hous-
ing models and space composition.

The awarded projects are not perfect. Further study would be required before practical implementation, but their value
should be recognized. Housing design is complicated systematic work related to social, political, economic, climatic and
technical conditions. The architects and urban designers from different countries and regions obviously reflect differences in
culture and social background. But the creative spirit expressed in the presented projects can be appreciated by all and will

make a contribution to the broadening of designers concepts.

Report of the Jury for the Shanghai International Residential Design Contest ’ 96

The jury of Shanghai International Residential Design Contest * 96 has been held on 2nd-4th November, 1996 at
Shanghai Cypress Hotel. The international jury consists of following 9 members: Cai Zhenyu, Charles Correa, Nicholas
John Habraken, Hong Birong, John Lund Kriken, Liu Thai Ker, Wu Liangyong, Yao Bing, Zheng Shiling.

The jurors elected Professor Zheng Shiling as the chairman of the jury. 592 proposals have been received, among them
were 169 site plans and 423 individual building designs. Some of the entries did not meet the technical specification of the
competition. Therefore, 503 entries were accepted as valid. Among those were: 131 site plans, 346 individual building de-
signs and 26 proposals for public buildings.

205 institutions and individuals have applied for the competiton, among them 104 from China and 101 from abroad.

Eventually 84 projects were submitted from China and 58 from other countries making a total of 142 institutions and
individuals participating. Those from outside China came from: Argentina, Austria, Australia, Belgium, Canada, France,
Germany, India, Japan, Korea, Singapore, South Africa, United Kingdom, The United States, making this a truly inter-
national competition of high quality.

Prior to the official jury meeting a technical working group reviewed all the submittals to ensure they conformed to the
competition requirements.

After careful and thoughtful discussions and balloting the jury unanimously endorsed the twenty prize-winning pro-
jects. (See Prize Announcement. )

For the selected projects the jury appreciated the mix of building types within a single plan. It also recognized the cre-
ation of open space variety and of major open spaces serving the whole neighborhood. A number of projects explored historic
Shanghai building types while meeting modern residential building standards. Finally, the selected projects offered promis-
ing residential prototypes for the future of Shanghai housing.

Among the projects presented, most considered the requirement of sustainability. Many reflected a comprehensive
study of the relation between architecture typology and life, the physical and social environment, and technical constraints,
in order to seek a new housing paradigm. '

The jury highly appreciated how many projects sought to combine characteristics of Shanghai residential tradition with
newly gained international experience and requirements. Some projects expressed bold in vestigation towards new housing
models and space composition.

The jury has paid attention to many projects which have made great effort to design new basic housing units and to
compose new kinds of communal space.
