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Preface

1. China’s Ethnic Statistical Yearbook 1996 is a statistic reference book,which reflects vari-
ous aspects of social and economic development of autonomous regions in the People’s Republic
of China. The Yearbook is composed of four parts.

Part 1 a compilation of documents on ethnic works issued by the State Ethnic Affairs Com-
mission in 1995 and texts of relevant important speeches by the Party and State leaders.

Part 1 a compilation of clauses and items related to ethnic works composed by related de-
partments of the State Ethnic Affairs Commission of China.

Part I a compilation of clauses and items on social and economic development of au-
tonomous regions and ethnic works composed by 30 municipal,provincial and autonomous region
ethnic affairs commissions of the country.

Part N statistical data including integrated data and data of population and labour force,agri-
culture ,industry ,transport and post and telecommunications,investment in fixed assets,domestic
trade,finance ,livelihood ,education,science and technology,culture publication,public health and
sports. The statistical data in this Part is based on all —round materials of the autonomous re-
gions (no duplicate statistics). Regional change and price change are deducted from the increase
index of each indicator,so the data of a year is comparable with another. There is an appendix of
" Interpretation of Major Statistical Indicators” to each part,giving a brief interpretation to the
definition of major indicators ,statistical coverage and statistical methodology.

Ethnic work organizations are included in the appendix,i. g.the State Ehtnic Affairs Com-
mission and its subordinate organizations, the 30 commissions at municipal, provincial and au-
tonomous region level.

2. The statistical data of Taiwan Province ,Hong Kong and Macao is not included. The metric
system is used for the unit of measures and weights.

3. The major data resources of this publication are statistical reports from autonomous gov-
ernments, and some with ethnic characteristics, such as education, culture, publication, public
health sports,are from related competent authorities.
