4. The purpose of this book is trying to reflect the postgraduate education in Beijing since the founding of new
China. However, due to the fact that the information for the early days of new China are far less sufficient and
also there is a shortage of systematic statistics in a certain time of period afterwards, we cannot avoid missing of
any useful information though we have tried our best to complement some statistics. Readers are advised to
draw their attention to this regard when making references to some historical information concerned contained
in this book.

5. In recent years, some institutions of higher learning in Beijing have changed their names and as a result of
restructuring the governmental organizations, some establishments also have their names changed, which would
cause some unconveniences in reflecting the history. In order to have a better understanding, we are using all the
present names for the institutions which admit-postgraduate students”as an unified regulation during the com-
piling process. With regard to the governmental organizations, for those that definit timing can be identified we
shall use their former names, and for those that no definit timing is given, we shall all use the present names.

6. In carrying out the postgraduates education work, when different organizations made statistics about the
situations in Beijjing area at different periods, their scope and requireménts always differ from each other (for in-
stance, when making statistics about the admission work, the branches or divisions in Beijing of some institu-
tions such as the Chinese Academy should be covered in the paper listihg the years for admission). But some in-
stitutions have no different requirement on this aspect. Therefore, the readers should be aware of the differences
when making use of information or relevant data contained in this book.

For the easy printing and packing purpose, all the
colour pictures are printed in groups with individual page numbers.
