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Editor’ s Notes

1. Many enterprises on Chinese mainland have changed from the production type to one of
production and business; with international relations getting closer and international association
expanding, a fair number of them are also switching over from the home-oriented type to one
oriented overseas. The entries of enterprises made in the series are not only are relatively better in
economic benefits, but those that aspire to cooperate with foreign enterprises.

2. The compilation of the series falls under four major categories, namely: basic industry,
manufacturing industry, commerce and trade sector, and miscellaneousness. All trades in each
category are arranged in the sequence after the number of strokes of simplified Chinese characters
used for the name of an enterprise. In order to maintain the integrity of complexes like the shougang
(shoudu Iron and Steel Group Company ), the China petrochemical Corporation, etc. , their
subsidiaries are not singled out for classification.

3. The contents covered in each entry essentially incl:lde; a brief account and photograph of the
proxy for the legal person, the name of the enterprise in both Chinese and English, the basic
information on the enterprise (including the means of communication) ,the major products Cor the
scope of business) ,the aspirations for cooperation, the state of major operations in the last three
years(show in the table form) ,and so on. However ,due to differentes in line and trade to which the
enter prises belong and the diversity of their production and business activities,so for a small number
of the entries, the attempt to be faithful to the unanimity of the contents compiled leaves room for
betterment.

4. The manuscripts are provided by the enterprises themselves. The majority of them are
examined and approved by their superior organ.

5. The name of the currency used in this series is the Renminbi Yuan (RMB) ,and a special note
is made when some foreign currency is involved;output value is caculated according to the fixed
price for 1980;and the link relative method is adopted to calculate growth rate.

6. To facilitate reference,two indexes are abpended .enterprises name index in Chinese arranged
according to the number of strokes of simplifies Chinese characters, and same in English arranged
alphabetically.

7. The appendix covets the determination of norms for grading enterprises. A name list of grade
1 and Grade I enterprises of the State is provided.

8. The deadline for fnanuscripts of this series is December 15, 1990. Receipts after that date

will be included in the addendum of the second volume. Your understanding of this is appreciated.
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
