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Foreword

With the aid of colieagues in various localities, staff members of Xinhua News Agency and the
Ministry of Textile Industry have collected, edited, translated and compiled, in one year only, the
introduction materials of thousands of export enterprises of textile industry throughout China. The
result is the birth of the “ Textile Export Book of the China Directory of Industry and Commerce ”,
of both Chinese and English versions. As Minister of Textile Industry, | am very satisfied with the
high speed at which they have finished such a complicated yet significant task. | also wish to take
this 'oppdrtunity to express my heartfelt thanks to all those who have taken part in the preparation
of this directory.

Textile industry is China’s traditional pillar industry as well as one of the country’s major fore-
ign exchange earning industries. With the cooperation of foreign trade departments, textile ex-
ports earned 9.16 billion U.S. dollars worth of foreign exchange in 1987, 2.9 times that of 1978 fi-
gure, or 26.49%; of the country’s total foreign exchange earnings. Big growth of export of deep-
processed products was also registered in the coastal export bases and inland key enterprises.

Leaders of the State Council pointed out on many occasions that for the foreseeable future
- China’s large potential of earning foreign exchange through export still lies in the textile ana other
light industries, particularly in the textile industry, which requires less investment, earns more
foreign exchange and has quicker returns, fewer contradictions with domestic marketing and
stronger international competitiveness. At present, we should conscientiously implement the inst-
ructions of the Chinese Communist Party Central Committee about the development strategies for
the coastal areas, and take advantage of the adjustment of the world industrial structures to boost
the export of products of the textile and other light industries, the textile industry in particular.

To achieve this objective, we should, first of all, change our guiding ideology of the develop-
ment of textile industry from stressing the leading role of the domestic market to stressing earning
foreign exchange through export while guaranteeing the home market. Meanwhile, the stress of
export of textile products should shift from quantity to quality. We should also see to that our work
is centered on the development of final products, the adjustment of product mix, the improvement
of product quality and the increase of additional value. In this way, we can make our textile pro-
ducts more- competitive on the international market.

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Editor's Note

(1) The “ Textile Export Book of the China Directory of Industry and Commerce ” is China’s
first comprehensive reference book on export enterprises of the textile industry. It is also the first
special trade book, with both Chinese and English versions, in the series of books of the “ China
Directory of Industry and Commerce ” (CHIDIC) , which was compiled by Xinhua News Agency in
cooperation with various ministries and commissions under the State Council as well as provinces,
municipalities and autonomous regions in China.

(2) the ‘700000 — word directory contains introductions to more than 2,000 export enter-
prlses of textile industry, 64 advertisements and special pages, appendixes and indexes. The in-

* troduction to enterprises falls into ten categories : chemical fibers; cotton textiles; woolen textiles;
bast fiber manufacturing; silk manufacturing; knitting industry; ready—made goods; garments,
shoes and headgear; textile machinery; and others. Every entry of an enterprise includes its export
goods or business scope as well as its name, address, telephone and cable numbers, director’s
name, and others.

(3) Enterprises in this directory are categorized according to the goods they produce but not
to the departments they belong to. Enterprises that produce cross—category goods are classified
according to their main products. The enterprises in the book are arranged according to the order
of the number of strokes in the first character in their names in the Chinese version, and according
to the alphabetic order of their names in the English varsion. If the first Chinese character or En-
glish letter of two enterprises happens to be the same, they will be arranged according to the
following character or letter.

(4) The appendixes of this directory include Statistics of China’s Textile Export, which give an

" introduction to China’s textile exports since 1980; Data of Textile Export Trade of Other Countries,

which gives an account of textile export trade in some foreign countries; A Collection of Laws, Re-
dulations and Systems Concerning Textile Import and Export Trade, which covers some major laws,
regulations and systems on textile import and export trade that have been promulgated by China

in recent years. o
