General Requirements

The University of Houston bases admis-

sion of intemational students to gradu-

ate study on the following general fac-

tors.

-Completion of a four - year bachelor’s
degree or its equivalent from an ac-
credited college or university

- Evidence of satisfactory English profici

~ ency

- Satisfactory scores on the appropriate

standardized admission test

- Evidence of ability to maintain a full

course of study while at the university .
All students are required to enroll in a
minimum of 12 semester credit hours
each academic semester, except for
natural sciences and mathematics ma-
jors who are required to enroll in a
minimum of 15 semester credit hours.

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Graduate applications are processed
through the combined efforts of the In-
ternational Student Section of the Office
of Admissions and the individual col-
leges and departments. The Office of
Admissions is primarily responsible for
the gathering and evaluation of docu-
ments which are then forwarded to the
colleges and departments where they
are reviewed and an admission decision
is made. Because admission require-
ments are subject to change, applica-
tions are considered for specific
semesters only. If you do not enroll for
the original semester for which you ap-
plied, you must submit a letter request-
ing that your application be considered
for a subsequent semester. You will al-
so have to re - submit an application fee
and any additional documents prior to an
admission decision.

Grade Point Average

To qualify for admission to graduate
school, you must have a four - year de-
gree from a properly accredited college
or university and above average grades
in you previous studies. In US terms,
you must have at least a B average (A
=4.0, B=3.0,C=2.0, D=1.0, F=
0.0).

Transcripts

To apply, you must submit evidence of
satisfactory completion of college - or
universitylevel studies, including a com-
plete set of school transcripts and diplo-
mas. The transcripts should indicate the
date studies were undertaken, the sub-
jects coversd and grades or marks
eamed in each subject. They must be
official, sent directly to

University of Houston from the granting
institution and certified by that insitu-
tion. You must submit one copy in the
original language as well as an official
translation into English.

Standardized Test Requirement

The College of Architecture, the Col-
lege of Educatin, the Cullen College of
Engineering, the College of Humanities
and Fine Arts, the College of Natural
Sciences and Mathematics, the College
of Optometry, the College of Pharma-
¢y, and the College of Social Sciences
require applicants to take the Graduate
Record Examination (GRE) . Many de-
partments also require advanced ( sub-
ject) tests. For specific admission re-
quirements for your intended major,
please contact the department of your
major. All test scores should be sent
directly to the Intemational Student
Section of the Office of Admissions.
