Look for clues when you don't know a word. Do you recog-
nize a prefix or suffix?

Practice tenses as much as possible. When yéu learn a
new verb, learn its wvarious forms.

Use a dictionary énd grammar guide constantly. Keep a
small English dictionary with you af all time. When you
see a new word, look it up. Think about the word-—use it,
in your mind, in a sentence.

Try to think in English whenever possible. When you see
something, think of the English word for it; then think
about the word in a sentence.

Relax! Be patient and enjoy yourself! L&arning a language
should be fun. Don't become easily discouraged—learning
takes time. With discipline, patience, a desire to learn
and a little time, anybody can learn to speak and under-

stand English.
