His main work was The New
Comments, which was lost after song and can be
seen only about 30,000 characters now. Huan Tan
criticized the divination combined with mystical con-
fucianist belief and common superstitions at the
time, such as praying, practise divination, offering
sacrifices to gods or ancestors, etc.. His brilliant
thoughts, including “ghostless Comments”, “negat-
ing eternal life views” and so on, have been con-
served.

The author made detailed and systematic obser-
vation of Huan Tan’s life, works, and thoughts of
philosophy . politics and aesthetics.

The author also discussed the relationship be-
tween Huan Tan and the important materialist of
Han Dynasty Wang Chong, who was influenced by

Huan Tan directly and set high value on Huan Tan.
