TOWN

When we say that Cambridge is a university town we
do not mean just that it is a town with a university in it.
Some other cities also have universities in them, but we
do not call them university towns. A university town is
one where there is no clear separation between the uni-
versity buildings and the rest® of the city. The university
is not just one part of the town; it is all over the town.
The heart of Cambridge has its shops, pubs, market
place and so on, but most of it is university — colleges,
faculties, libraries, clubs and other places for university
staff and students. Students fill the shops, cafes, banks
and churches. making these as well part of the univer-

sity.

King’s college chapel, begun 1446. -

The town was there first. Two Roman roads crossed
there, and there are signs of buildings before Roman
times (earlier than AD 43). Later Cambridge became a
centre of learning, and the authority of the head of the
