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TWE (Test of Written English)

At the request of many colleges and universities that
require TOEFL test scores, the TOEFL program will offer a
writing test at one administration in the PRC during the 1987~
88 testing year. Examinees who take the TOEFL test at the
May administration will be required to write a short essay.

The purpose of the Test of Written English is to give you
an opportunity to demonstrate your ability to write in English.
This includes the ability to organize your ideas on paper, to
support those ideas with examples or evidence, and to compose
in standard written English. The TWE score will not affect
the total TOEFL score; it will, however, help colleges and
universities evaluate the level of your writing proﬁciency,."
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If you take the TOEFL test'at May administration, you

w1H have an opportumty to demostrate your ability to write
an essay in English. You will have thirty minutes to write
about 200-300 words on a general topic. You will not
need specific or detailed knowledge of the topic. .

You will write your essay on a lined page attached to your
answer sheet. When you are told to begin work on the
essay portion, read the instructions and the essay topic care-
fu!iy. You will probably want to spend a few minutes thinking
about the kind of essay you will write and you may wish to
make a few brief notes. The test supervisor will give you
instructions about where you may make notes for the writing
test. Plan on taking at least twenty minutes to write your |
essay after you have read the instructions and made notes.
