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ABSTRACT

This is a special study of the development of traditional Chinese culture in modern society
and the relationship between traditional culture and Chinese Marxism, focusing on how to unify
Marxism and the traditional Chinese culture and to weed through the old culture to bring forth
the new. From this point of view, the author discusses some basic problems concerning Chinese
culture, such as that the Heaven and man become one, the philosophy of zhonghe, human
nature, the view of life values, the distinction between yi and li and between gong and si, the
moral consciousness, the moral norm, the way to regulate and administrate the state, etc.,
trying to do some new analyses.
