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Abstract

This is a monograph of Professor Liu Shucheng, who is
now the Director of the Institute of Economics, Chinese
Academy of Social Sciences. In the past fifteen years, he has
devoted himself to the study on China’s economic fluctuations
with great concentration and perseverance.
