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ABSTRACT '

- This dissertation is aimed at bringing to light the basic na-
ture about the category of ownership on’the basis of a compre-
hensive study about the Marx’s theory of ownership and estab-
lishing a new theéoretic framework of ownership by making a
theoretic and positive description of the evolution of ownership
formation and by analyzing the structure of the category of
ownership.

This dissertation falls into three parts. The main coltents
and the new interpretations are as follows: - b

Part One: This part firstly analyses and ériticises the old
traditional mode of studying basic theories about ownership,
accordingly comes to a conclusion that the eategory of owner-
ship could be correctly interpretated .onlyif we study it in
Marx’s scientific way and puts our attention Mayxist ideologi-
cal development and his whole system of thoughts.  As.idee is
put forword that there exist two leaps in-Marx’s understanding
of ownership on the basis of a comprehensive intellectual sur-
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vey about the evolution; of ownership: theory. This part is
studied On ngi;al in the scientific abstract analytic way and
two basic propositions of ownership are made, in which own-
ership is defined “as the organic unification of possession and
property rights. The overall framework of Marx’s theory
about ownership is established by analyzing the characters of
ownership category as a whole.

Part Two: On the basis of the systematic study about the
intellectual history of ownership, this dissertation holds that
Marx proved the public ownership in the primitive clan society
in a scientific way, but he didn’t find out the mystery of the o-
rigin of ownership. By applying the materials provided by
modern sciences and the Marx’s,scientific method.to the theo-
retic logic and empirical analysis of. the non—ownership in the
primitive-horde society , the scientific proposition is put foward
that there exists non —ownership in the primitive horde soci-
ety, therefore it'is corrected the old proposition that there ex-
ists the public ownership. It also bring to light the three basic
conditions for:the emergence of ownership and the origion of
ownership. The.clue of the evolution of owrership are studied
in the perspectives of division of labor and exchange of prod-
ucts. The evolution of ownership is divided into three historic
periods : the primitive formation, the second birth, formation,
and the developing formation. The scientific - hypothesis is
made that there will be non—ownership in the coming commu-

nist society according to the Marx’s basic theory about commu-
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
