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A Bricf Introduction of the Book and Its Writer

Xiao Daheng(1532~1612) ,also styled as Xiaging,was a native
of Tai’an in Ming Dynasty. In the Wan Li period,he had been the
minister of the War and the Punishments Ministries and had an
important influence over the politics at that time. This béok is the
first contemporary monograph about Xiao Daheng. There are three
sections in it the “Critical Biography” emphatically tells about
and appraises the main deeds and thoughts of Xiao Dakheng; the
“Chronicle” lists the detailed historical data about his life and the
“Appendix” compiles Xiao’s extant poems and articles and other
relevant biographies and records inscribed on tablets. The book
not only collects rather complete historical data but also combines
these data with the writer’s comments. It puts forward some orig-
inal views on Xiao’s military thinkings and other historic evalua-
tions. This book is full of historical.data and is very valuable for
acdemic research.

Zhou Ying,born in 1970, is a native of Tai’an. Now he works
in the library of Tai’an Teachers’ College. His main works are ; 74e
Annals of Mount Tai’s History, The Textual Criticisms of Mount Tai’
s Culture and History, The Collection of Zhou Ying' s Thesises on
Culture and History, The Manuscripts of Poems and Ci in Meng Shan
Ju,and so on.
