The National Flag was adopted by Parliament
on December 15, 1964 and proclaimed by Queen
Elizabeth II. It was inaugurated on Feb.15, 1965.

It is a red flag of the proportions two by length
and one by width, containing in its centre a white
square, the width of the flag, bearing a single, red,
stylized maple leaf. The maple leaf has been looked
upon as an emblem of Canada since the early 1700s.
Red and white were declared Canada’s official
colours by King George V on Nov. 21, 1921.

The National Flag is to be flown daily at all
federal government buildings, airports and military
bases and establishments within and outside Canada.
When flown with other flags, it should be given a

place of honour.
