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Abstract

This paper is divided into 3 parts: Life Story, Academy and
Thoughts,

Introduction discusses the significance of Dge — vdun — chos —
vphel researching, theory and methods, the situation of Dge — vdun —
chos — vphel research at home and abroad, and the 4 aims of the pa-
per.

Life Story is divided into 4 periods: Amdo period (1903 -
1927), Dbus — gisang period I (1927 - 1934), South Asia period
(1934 - 1945), Dbus — gisang period II (1945 — 1951). This part
makes a systematic exposition on Dge — vdun — chos — vphel’ s birth,
becoming a monk, study Buddhist scriptures, travel, investigation,
writing and translation, to be put in jail and dead in Qinghai, Gansu,
Tibet, India and Sri Lanka, etc. .

Academy is divided 2 aspects: Academic attainments and the
methods of pursuing his studies. This part examines Dge — vdun — chos
— vphel’ s works, differentiates and corrects the errors in Chinese
translation on his works, expounds Dge — vdun — chos — vphel’ s orig-
inal academic views, elucidates his researching methods.

" Thoughts is divided into 2 parts: contents and features of the
thoughts, sources of the academy and thoughts, The parts explores
Dge — vdun — chos — vphel’ s thoughts from his works, analyses the
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onigin of his thoughts ——traditional culture and thoughts, transitional
society and politics, the situations of his family and native place, per-
sonalities of departing from the classics and rebeling agamst orthodoxy
and had a large circle of friends.

Appraising, this part evaluates the academy and thoughts of Dge
- vdun - chos — vphel, sets forth Dge — vdun - chos — vphel’ s cont-
ributions—establishing humane conception of history, initiating
modern Tibetology, exposes the limitations of Dge ~ vdun — chos —

vphel unconventional and unrestrained.
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
