Note From The Compiler

I. 7 China Population Statistics Yearbook—- 1995” is an annual statistical reference
publication, intending to provide summary statistics on the population of the People’s Republic of
China. The yearbook contains population data at national and provincial level as well as the major
figures of other countries of the world.

II. This yearbook consists of eight chapters, namely: Figures of the national population
change survey in 1994; figures of the 1990 population census; papers using the 1990 population
census data; figures of population statistics over the past years; figures of the household
registration in 1994; figures of the family planning statistics in 1994; figures of the civil affairs
statistics and major figures of other countries of the world.

III. In order to meet the needs of different department or institutions, this yearbook contains
the data from various sources. such as population census, population change survev and
household registration. As the definition and the method of data collection are not the same as
well as some other reason. the data under the same or similar heading may be different. The
readers should pay attention to this when they use the data.

IV. The new cities and towns, which have being set up since 1984, have a large number of
agricultural population. Especially in recent years, many townships changed into towns and this
made population of towns sharply increased. Compared with the data before 1984, the percentage
of non—agricultural population in cities and towns become much lower. For convenience of the
users, the data of city and town population were tabulated with two concepts in the 1990
population census, and tabulated only with the second concept in the 1994 population change
survey. The two concepts are as follows;

The first concept(according to the administrative division)

City population—total population living in the administrative division of the cities (including
towns under the jurisdiction of city but excluding counties under jurisdiction of city);

Town population—total population living in the administrative division of the towns under
the counties (excluding towns under the jurisdiction of city);

County population—total population of townships under the counties.

The second concept

City population total population living in the districts of cities which are sub—divided

into districts and living in the street committees of cities which are not sub—divided into

districts;

Town population total population living in the neighborhood committees of towns under
the jurisdiction of cities which are not sub—divided into districts and living in the neighborhood
committees of towns directly under county’s jurisdiction;

County population——total population that are not included in the cities and towns.

V. Rich data were collected in the 1990 population census of China,but only a part of the
data are published every year due to the limited space of the yearbook. The data will become
more detail and completed if the readers can combine the data published in the previous yearbooks
together when they are using the data.

VI. Unless it is specified, all the data refer to the total population of the 30 provinces,
autonomous regions and municipalities of China excluding the servicemen and the population of
Taiwan, Hongkong and Macao.

VII. We want express our thanks to the Department of Planning and Statistics of the State
Family Planning Commission, the Third Bureau of the Public Security Ministry and the other
departments which have provided us with the data for this yearbook.
