INTRODUCTION

The classification and catalogue of this compilati-
on followed the methods which is used by the UN Cen-
tre for Human Rights. This book includes two volu-
mes:volume I, International Instruments of Human
Rights; volumell, International Institutions of Hu-
man Rights. Herein lies 71 human rights instruments
of the UN system(up to December,1991) and 18 human
rights instruments of regional inter-government orga-
nizations. The volume of International Institutions of
Human Rights contains 42 human rights agenciés in
the UN system and 10 regional inter-government orga-
nizations of human rights,

The texts of instruments of the UN system in this
compilation are supplied by the UN Centre for Hu-
man Rights. They are all official Chinese texts
and of authoritativeness established by international
society,

The human rights agencies in the UN system, re-
gional inter-government organizations and their ins-
truments which are edited in this book are iranslated
from the material and publications provided by the
UN Centre for Human Rights.We also consulted some
domestic material of human righis.The Chinese versi-
on of foreign language material is translated and cor-

recled by human rights scholars.



To facaitite understanding and use, we annex in-
strument background to each text.

This book provides comprehensive information of
natures, institutional framworks, functions and ac-
tivities of major human rights institutions of the UN
system and regional inter-government organizations.
