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Foreword

China’s traditional medicine has a very long history.
Its contents are rich and varied. For thousands of years
not only has it safeguarded the health of the people but
it has also made certain contributions to world medicine.

For the past few hundred years there were not a few
books or translations on Chinese medicine in foreign
languages published locally or abroad. But these are
found scattered in different journals or book catalogues
and not easily available. For the convenience of readers
this catalogue is compiled with the hope that it may be
useful to research workers in Chinese medical history

.as a source of reference.

This catalogue contains a list of works in foreign
languages (Japanese mot included) published during the
past three hundred years — from A. D. 1656 to 1962. It
deals with such subjects as general Chinese medicine; its
spread to other countries and its practical applications;
the introduction of western medical science into China etc.
The material is arranged according to subject matter,

-each entry according to date of publication, and the title

is followed by its Chinese equivalent or a brief summary.
An index of authors is attached.
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Owing to the lack of sufficient material available and
the compiler’s limited knowledge on this subject, there is
bound fo be numerous omissions and inaccuracies. It is
hoped that readers will give their kind comments and
corrections.
