On the currency of the law, people can’t feel satisfied with the
main social control means, and they often ask whether the law is the
dominant? In fact, the law can divide with the folklaw and the nation-
al law. Now the problem we are in the face of social disorder is that
we appreciate the national law but neglect the folklaw. The experience
from tradition will benefit our modern construction system, so I select
the theme of traditional domestic education as my focus on the social
order. Because in the control of traditional civilization, the ceremonial
law is the key factor of social balance, and the traditional domestic
education can reflect the moral control sufficiently.

In my study, I explain the traditional domestic education with
document and based on the Qing dynasty, I interpret with the help of
Marxist dialectics and explanatory sociological principle. Furthermore
I connect the interpretation of local society control with the national
control, local control power and other local order norm.

In my conclusion, the construction of our traditional local social
order depended on the cooperation between the national social control
and local social control. To the whole local order, the sovereignty held
on the power of tax revenue and public order; only gave macroscopic
monitor and idea show to local people; and let the local authority deal
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with the civil conflict themselves. The most benefit to the construction
of local order is that; the sovereignty climatized and generalized the
local experience, then the local authority play an important part in the
local affair. The gentry who took advantage of its cultural or political
position connected the national purpose with the lineage conscious-
ness, and linked up the national law with folklaw; The rule of lineage
restrict its kindreds thoroughly with all kinds of lineage norms. The lo-
cal social order also benefited by the local elite, the face and the
scene, the emotion when people communicating with others, and the
public opinion.

In a word, the incorporate ideal between nation and family was
constructing all the time in the tradition, but actually the state of bal-
ance gained profit from their difference. The incorporation can divide
different member, the local diplomatic strategy gave the central stuffy
system more energetic resource, so the local order was normal even if
the decadence of centralism, and the feudalism can continue more
than two thousands years. The means of traditional social control
turned to modernization owing to artificial design, but the shifty con-
cept of the social control since 1840 indicates that the vitality of spon-
taneous system is powerful and tenacity. The spontaneous system may
transform tentatively when the elements from politics interfere and so
on, and then it will go on its way. We hope we can find a conven-
ience method to connect the tradition with modern world, and make
good use of the difference or supplement eath other between the gov-
emment with the civil. It is harmful that believe the logic and frame-
work of modem without identify, we should introspect ourselves and
promote excellent tradition, and mustn’t persuade ourselves into con-

structing a world with more law but less order.
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
