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Abstract

Based on domestic and international literature review and field
work in Dali and Lijiang in Yunnan Province, P. R. China, a re-
search from interdisciplinary perspective is done on public management
of tourism industry in minority regions. The purpose of this research is
searching for scientific regular pattern of public management of tourism
industry in minority regions in China.

The book is divided into three parts. The first part is mainly an
introduction of basic theories on public management and public man-
agement about national autonomy government. The second part is an
exploration of approach on how to realize public management of
tourism industry in minority regions. The writer suggests the following
measures : building a service — oriented tourism administration, carry-
ing on administrative system reform, deepening the relationship be-
tween national autonomy government and tourism market and enterpri-
ses, straightening out the national social intermediary organizations
and the local government, reforming and improving the relationship
between central government and local governments, speeding up e —
government construction, enforcing tourism sustainable development,
improving human resources development and management.

Focusing on investigation of tourism development strategies, the
book puts forward the necessity and practical significance of “govern-
ment — dominating” strategy in minority regions. Based on field work ,

the strategic transformation conditions from “ government — domina-
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ting” to “government guiding” are presented in this book. The book
also put forward that “government — dorminating” strategy should still
be implemented now in relatively backward tourism development mi-
nority regions while “government guiding” strategy can be gradually
applied in minority regions which have been in the stage of ripeness of
tourism development.

The third part mainly discussed public management of non — gov-
ernmental organizations in minority regions and special policies for
tourism industry development in minority regions made by the Chinese
government. Measures of reform are suggested based on analyzing
present situation of non — governmental organizations in China.

The viewpoints presented in the book have some brand — new ide-
as which will benefit to both theory and practice. These viewpoints can

also be references to the tourism development in minority regions in

China.
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
