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Austronesian homeland and dispersal have been recognized as
one of the most important problems in Southeast Asian
Archaeology, Anthropology and Linguistics. Many debates and
discussions have focused on this problem. Two major theories have
been proposed. One proposes that the South China-Taiwan region
was the Austronesian homeland, and from there the Austronesian
speakers expanded into the islands of Southeast Asia and the
Pacific by way of the Philippines. The other argues that early
Austronesians probably moved north to Taiwan and China from
the islands of Southeast Asia including the Philippines. It is
obvious that the Philippines occupies a key position in both of the
theories.

In consideration of this, the present author and Mr. Rey A.
Santiago of the National Museum of the Philippines have recently
conducted archaeological explorations and excavations on the
northern coast of the Luzon Island of the Philippines. This paper is
in an aim to discuss the problem of Austtonesian homeland and
dispersal basing on the archaeological data we have collected so far.
