Daybreak of the Spring
(Tang) Meng Haoran

Oversleeping in the morning of spring,

At dawn the birds are singing everywhere,



After the drizzle and the wind of all night,

How many flowers have fallen?
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Meng Haoran (689-740) was born in Xiangyang, Hubel Province,
and was also named Meng Xiangvang. He was a very famous poet for
landscape poetry and pastoral poetry in the prosperous Tang period and
enjoved equal popularity with another famous poet Wang Wei al that
time. They were known as Wang-Meng in the later period. One of his

masterpieces is Guo Guren Zhuang (Visting an Old Friend s Cottage).



In “ Chun mian bu jue xiao, chuchu wen ti niao”. the limitless
vitality of spring was fully embodied with the sound of spring. Meanwhile,
the poet ’s love for nature was expressed hetween the lines.

Spring is a lovely and fascinaling season and there are many things
to be written about. Meng Haoran described the beauty of spring from a
unique angle. which was the sound of spring. In * Chun mian bu jue
xiao, chuchu wen i niao.” chuchu (everywhere) expressed the bird’s
sound being ubiquitous, and spring was very much in the air. But all this
came unknowingly. It seemed as if spring had arrived overnight and the
pleasant feelings of surprise inside the poet had been transmitted. * Ye
lai fengyu sheng, hua luo zhi duoshao™ are the next two lines and the
poet launched a rich imagination. The birdcalls everywhere were
something that the poet heard inside the house and what was it like
outside? Outside of the window, it started 10 wind and rain since last
night, so how many spring flowers had fallen in the garden? The poet also

expressed his strong feelings of pity and compassion for spring.
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
