Passport

A passport is a travel document that identifies the holder as a citizen of the country.
A passport also requests other countries to give the holder safe passage and all lawful aid
and protection. Somefimes a passport must have a visa ( official endorsement) from the
country a person desires to visit before entry into that country is permitted.

Visa

A visa is an endorsement that government officials place on a passport to show that
the passport is valid. The visa certifies that the fraveler's passport has been examined and
approved. Immigration officers then permit the bearer to enter the country.
