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FOREWORD

Located at the center of mainland's north-south coastline, Shanghai
is one of the largest port cities of Far East and an important hub of
transportation in China.

Shanghai has a very long history. As early as 6,000 years ago the land
west of Shanghai was formed and a primitive village settlement appeared.
During the Spring & Autumn period, Shanghai belonged to the
commandery of Wu. It became China's largest textile center under the
Ming Dynasty. After the Opium War Shanghai was reduced to a semi-
colony. Foreign concessions were taken back by the Chinese after the
victory of the Anti-Japanese War in 1945. Tremendous changes have taken
place since liberation, particularly since reform and opening up.

As one of the municipalities under the direct control of the Central
Government and the largest city in China, Shanghai is the cradle of new
Chinese cultural movement and the epitome of modern Chinese history.
Since the 1990s, Shanghai "Oriental Pearl" TV Tower, new Shanghai
Museum, new Shanghai Library, Shanghai Stadium with a seating capacity
of 80,000, Shanghai Grand Theater, Shanghai Science & Technology
Exhibition and other noteworthy places have become new attractions of
the modern city.
