My dear President Chiang:

I am happy to inform you that in respanse to the request of the National Govern-
®ent of the Republic of China this Government is sending ta China o group of eight
egriceltural specialists under the leadership of Dean Co B. Hutchison to work Jointly
with ngricoltural leaders appainted by the Covernment of China on problems relating to
the deuelopment of China’s agriculture, This mission will be reody to leave for China
the latter part of June. A list af tts members is attached.

I om pleased that this arrangement is to be carred out because i1 is my firm be-
lief that any plan for cooperation 1n economic development belween our two cauntries
shouldt include agriculture, the major source of incame for such a great proportion of
China's population. In the experience of the United States, ogricultural inprovenent
has been found 5o impartant in prometing security, producing industrial row materials,
providing markets for industrial products, and roising the level of living that we
believe a successful national development cannot be assured unless the deve loprent of
agriculture proceeds simultancously with the development of other tlements in the
natieal econary.

Bhitle we hope that our agriculturists on this mission may be able to render sub-
stantial seryice toward the betterment of China’s farming, we also are aware that sor
own agriculture is alrrady indebted to your country for valuadle agricultural material
which has been intreduced into the United States. Moreover, we still have much to
learn from Chinrse ogriculture.

A higher level of living for the whole of China's population, which can hardly
be achieved without a strong development of agriculture, is the necessary foundation
for the achicvement of results thar will benefit both of our countries, including an
expansion of complementary trade and the development of China's industrial progran.

It is in this spirit of sharing tn an endeavar of greet potential value to our
two countries that the American members of this mission are visiting your country, I
shall recetve with interest the report of this group.

I am asking General of the Army George C. Marshall to deliver this Letter in
person. I wesh to convey with it an expressian of my warn personal regards to you and
the continuing interest of our people in the welfare of your country.
