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Travel to Tibet by train

Tibet is among the most popular places for Chi-
nese tourists.

All the windows on the train can C’:’protect peo-
ple from the bright sunlight. Other equipment, such
as televisions and electrical sockets for computers
and cellphones, can also be found on the train.

Because there isn’t much oxygen there, trains
will have oxygen masks for those who need them. It
makes passengers feel more comfortable when they
have enough oxygen on the famous “roof of the
world”. There are also doctors on the train to make
sure that all the travelers are safe.
