When I think back on my own experiences of being taught, it is the teaching
techniques that I remember least. 1 certainly remember teachers who made
subject matter come alive, through their great knowledge and enthusiasm.

My memories of his lessons are of what I did, rather than what he did,
of my learning rather than his teaching.
