Online learning, also known as web-based training or WBT. makes it possible
to deliver instructional (4§ § i) content to vour personal computer by the World
Wide Web. You access a website. where you will find most, if not all of the materi-
als you need—a course outline and lessons, information about the instructor Gif there

is one) . lecture notes, a list of activities, tests, and links to other online resources.
In some cases, additional materials may be required, such as textbooks or video-
tapes, Some WET classes are self-paced, others are led by an instructor. Most are
what is known as asynchronous (75 [l 2 ) classes—you study at your canven-
ience—although there may be a period of time in which you must complete the
course.

WBT offers a number of advantages over classroom-based instruction: Take a
class anywhere. Learn at home or at the office, because you only need a computer
and Internet access; Take a class anytime, Access materials 24 hours a day. 7 days a
week, You decide when to attend. Take courses according 10 your own schedule and
pace. Lower cost. Instant feedback. Tests can be graded and returned to you within
seconds.

Typically, online classes are targeted (X} ) 10 working adults—people who
want 10 get an advariced degree or acquire new skills for their jobs, but have no time
to regularly attend classes. Classes are open to anyone, but you may need some pre-
requisitesCEYLIE(F) before you can enroll(FE M) in certain courses. The require-
ments are usually listed along with class descriptions. Online learning works best for
people who are self-motivated, enjoy working alone at their computer and feel com-




fortable using technology.
