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Abstract

Hosting a truly exceptional Olympics, a new Beijing and China have being shown
to the world. With great achievements in economy, society and urban-rural development,
Beijing has entered a new era of People’s Beijing, Technology Beijing, and Green Beijing.

At first, this report evaluates current conditions of Beijing urban-rural development.
2008 Olympic Games has promoted Beijing international image, infrastructures and
environment have improved greatly, city holistic carrying capacity has been enlarged.
Urban management and service have been enhanced, Beijing has become more livable.
Olympic volunteer services has promoted the shaping the civil society, civilization and
public participation have improved distinctly. Olympic concepts have been realized.
With stable economic growth:, public welfare has been improved greatly, reform has
also achieved in important fields. Infrastructure and agriculture projects have increased
farmers income in Beijing; urban-rural gap of social security has been narrowed.

Secondly, there are some important problems need to be emphasized: Economic
downward pressure increase, and unemployment rate at risk; Independent innovation
capacity should be improved; resident population has more than 16 million, Urban
development pressure on resources and environment is still grim.

The adjustment and
transfer of urban development strategy of Beijing will promote the coordination of urban
and regional balanced development. Macroeconomic policy of expanding domestic
consumer demand in Beijing will provide a new driving force for economic development,
land transfer policies is expect to release agricultural productivity. A series of policies of
Central government and Beijing Municipal government will provide better systems to
protect rural and agricultural development, further release the agricultural productivity,
and promote rural economic development. Beijing’s countryside will have a better

situation in 2009.
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
