As the historic root and extension of a city, street
view is apparently the most diverse and fundamental

scenes that traditional architectures may demonstrate,

and it also reflects and extends the city culture. It is
people's pursue and sincere wish to pick out the
connotational historic and cultural materials among the
heritages of street history, and consequently analyze its
origin, presence and trend, to show people a true
reflection of history, as well as historic map and
popular tourist routes.

The literature materials exclusively kept by
CPPCC help play a humanism role with “preserve
history, participate in state affairs, unite and educate
people” as the purpose. 4 Guidebook of Street View in
Ningbo is the fifth works published by Haishu CPPCC
