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Abstract

There are conversations about if Marx had criticized capitalization as injustice
in Marxism research, which lead to dialogue between Marx’s text and justice, at
the same time, lead to an interesting problem: what about the relationship
between Marxism and justice.

This paper primarily investigates justice and how it is treated in Marx’s
thought through defining justice and its appearances in history. We think Marx
was a pursuer and speculator of justice before he wrote Critigue of Hegel’s
Philosophy of Right. The theory of liberalistic justice once became Marx’s theory-
weapon, but he criticized and reflected it after experiencing frictions in theory
and practice, and the beginning is his Critique of Hegel’s Philosophy of Right. On
the approach of critique and reflection, Marx made internal and external
critiques. The internal critique mainly arose in the period from Critique of Hegel’s
Philosophy of Right to Economic & Philosophical Manuscripts of 1844, it was arisen in
theory of liberalistic justice itself, and it criticized the theory of liberalistic justice
by reduction to absurdity. The external critique arose after Marx wrote Theses on
Feuerbach and The German Ideology. At this time, he deconstructed justice by
society material production theory, and got the conclusions: justice is one kind
of historic categories; the structure and development of society material
production determine the paradigm and content of justice; justice actually

demonstrates the leading class’ interest; production determines distribution, not
justice. Therefore, the problem of distributive justice will not be solved by

justice or distribution, but by society production revolution.
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Returning to the experiences in Marx’s thoughts, it is significant that he
revealed the limit of justice in his thoughts about criticizing justice. In order to
show this critique’s modern significance, this paper also takes Rawls’ theory of
justice and Hayek’s theory of distributive justice as the answers of liberalism to
Marx. Otherwise, this paper studies the problem of justice in our country today

with the lightening of Marx’s critique of justice.
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
