Establishing Business Connections through Exhibitions

When a foreign trade company wants to open up a foreign market, it will first establish
business connections. Wide business connections are necessary for either a new firm or an old one.
For a new firm, they can serve as the basis for starting business, while for an old firm, they can help
to keep or enlarge its business activities and increase the sale. To establish good business
connections, the company takes part in the trade fairs and exhibitions or gets to know the necessary
information from other channels such as advertisements, banks and chambers of commerce.
