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Abstract

The existence of the regional division and differences in economic
condition in ethnic areas are the precondition of regional cooperation, thus
the regional economic division theory lays solid foundation for the
development of regional economic integration.

The purpose of the regional economic integration does not mean to
protect the closeness and backwardness of ethnic areas in a relative small
region, but consider the integration by putting it into the situation of the
whole economic development in China and even to the worldwide
economic development. Ethnic areas should fully play its comparative
advantage to accomplish the economic cooperation among regions; also
they should make full use of the advantage of resource and open not only
to our country but to the outside world. So as to eliminate all the obstacles
that blocks the mobility of commodity and production factors and optimizes
the allocation of resource in region. Therefore the regional economic
cooperation will happen not only just among ethnic areas, but also among
the nationwide, as well as the adjacent cross — region and sub — region
with multi — levels and multi — forms.

The main form of regional economic integration in ethnic areas is
economic belt, including the northwestern economic belt and the
southwestern economic belt. The developmental orientation of the former
is to become the open region for Northeastern and Middle Asian;
manufacturing base and the logistic center; base for livestock product
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processing; energy base of petroleum and natural gas; base for the
nonferrous metals and steel and so on. While the latter orients in
becoming open region for Southeastern and southern Asian; manufacturing
center and base of processing industry; distributing base for the export
processing; the economy and the technology innovation center; base of
water resources and electric power industry.

The development direction of the two Economic belts transforms from
the originally emphasizing the construction of eco — environment and
infrastructure to attach equal importance to the ecological construction and
the economic belt construction. It should take the advanced
industrialization as main purpose of economic development and accordingly
to realize “strong region” and “better — off people” . The industry might
develop in such orders: outstanding industry and its relevant new and
high technology industry; modemn machinery and electronics industry and
aerospace industry with military industry as main body; the characterized
agriculture centering on agricultural industrialization; the light textile
industry based on the renewable resource; the energy and raw material
industry with comparative ‘advantage; the electric power industry that is
based on the wind energy, -light energy and water resource; the tourism
and new logistic industry .

It’s the most important strategic choice to improve and finally realize
the regional economic integration in ethnic areas. The integration should
take resource as foundation, the industry as the main body, the enterprise
group as the vanguard, and the marketization as the orientation, the
policy support as the drive, The regional economic integration should
comply with the following rules: relying on the resource advantage to
strengthen the inter — industry; building cross — regional industrialized
group through developing the market; Changing the governmental function
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to perfect the construction of market system; Taking the resource — based
industry as the main body, we should accelerate the reform of
marketization and intensify the government intervention to form a unified
coordination system; make plans for the development of integration to
accelerate the steps of integration.

Regional economic integration is a trend for the economic
development in ethnic Region. However, it needs a long course to
accomplish its goal. Due to the various difficulties and questions we might
meet in the process of integration, it should be implemented with
emphases and levels. As for the goal of implementing the region economic
Integration, it has following cut — in points: strengthen the construction of
marketization to improve the efficiency in free mobility and optimized
allocation of production factors; coordinate and regulate the relationship
between the government and the market; cultivate market subject, set up
a modemn corporate system and improving market system; increase the
investment on ethnic regions and fully play its vital role to economic
development; follow the rules of investment layout and grasp the trend of
regional investment in China and accordingly increase and optimize the
scale and effect of national capital investment, improve the investment
environment to aitract both private and the foreign capital to flow into the
ethnic region; regulate and optimize the regional policies to improve the
further development of the region economic Integration.

In the process of regional economic Integration in ethnic areas, it
might involve a series of global problems: such as the environmental and
resource problems; the population problem; the problem related to safety
and stabilization of the borderland. Sustainable development is also an
important content considering the strategic arrangement for the Integration

development. - And also the economic difference and the safety problems
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are especially important and obvious in ethnic areas. Therefore we must
carry out deep research on these global problems and unbalanced
development problems, which caused by the economic difference and
safety, we should explore a sustainable development way, and also we
should improve the cooperation and coordination between eastern and

western areas in the course of the Integration.
