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Abstract

It has been proposed clearly in the 17th National Congress of the
Communist Party of China(CPC) that developing socialist democratic
politics and constructing socialist political civilization are the significant
aims of building a well-off society in an all-around way. The reform and
improvement of local administrative system with Chinese characteristics
has been one of the critical aspects to the development of socialist demo-
cratic politics and the construction of socialist political civilization.
Therefore, it bears great realistic and theoretical value to strengthen the
study of local administrative system under the direct leadership of the
CPC. Under the guide of Marxist Political Science, Deng Xiaoping The-
ory, the Important Thoughts of “Three Represents” and the Concept of
Scientific Development, with the adoption of the methods of combining
theory and practice, history and reality, as well as point and area, the
book systematically and profoundly states and studies the unique local
administrative of China and rules of its development, which is set up un-
der the leadership of the CPC within the special social environment and
culture of China. Besides, the book also advances some distinctive view-
points and thoughts.

The whole book includes the Introduction and six chapters. In the
introduction, the author simply expounds the main idea and the realistic
value of his study. On the basis of comments from theorists both at

home and abroad study on the local administrative system under the
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leadership of the CPC, the author states the primary methods, the ana-
lytical framework and the major ideas of this book.

Although different states powers have great different in essence in
terms of the local administrative system, the different systems all inher-
it from the precedent in a number of aspects. Therefore, it is necessary
to retrospect the local administrative system of the Republic of China in
the first chapter. After the CPC came into power, the Party directly in-
herited the local administrative system of the Republic of China, which
undoubtedly has certain ideological enlightenment with reference and in-
spiration value for the CPC’s practice of establishing the local adminis-
trative system.

From the second chapter to the fourth chapter, the book states the
local administrative system before the CPC came into state power. The
author outlines and discusses the local administrative system as well as
workers and farmers’ democratic power during the period of the Agrarian
Revolutionary War, which centered on the Central Revolutionary Base and
gave consideration to other Revolutionary bases in the meantime, such as
the base areas of Fukien-Chekiang-Kiangsi, Hunan-Kiangsi, Hunan-
Hubei-Kiangsi, Hubei-Henan-Anhui, Western Hunan-Hubei, Hunan-
Hubei-Sichuan-Guizhou, Sichuan-Shanxi, Guangxi and the Left and River
in the second chapter. In the third chapter, the book outlines and analy-
ses the local administrative system and the anti-Japanese democratic
power of various anti-Japanese bases (such as the Border Regions of
Shanxi-Gansu-Ningxia, Shanxi-Charhar-Hebei, Shanxi-Hebei-Shang-
dong-Henan, Shanxi-Suiyuan, the anti-Japanese bases of Shandong and
the Central Plains) in the period of the War of Resistance against Japan.

In chapter four, the book describes people’s democratic power and
the local administrative system in the period of the War of Liberation.
After investigating the administrative divisions of the five liberated
regions(Northwest, North China, Northeast, East China and the Cen-

- tral Plains), the book pays particular attention to the most typical local

administrative system of this period, such as the system of big adminis-
trative region at the embryonic form, the system of regional autonomy
of minority ethnics and the temporary system of city military control.
At the end of each above-mentioned chapter, the book respectively con-
cludes the basic features and experience of the local administrative sys-
tems at the corresponding times.

In chapter five, the book mainly studies and states the local admin-
istrative system after the CPC came into the state power. It firstly in-
troduces the developing history of the levels and types of administrative
divisions since the establishment of the PRC. Then it discusses the de-
veloping survey of local administrative organization, such as People’s
Congress at various levels, extended administrative region, province,
municipality directly under the Central Government, city at county lev-
el, county, town, national autonomous region, special administrative
region as well as Xinjiang Production and Construction Corps. Finally,
it expounds the administrative operating mechanism in the local adminis-
trative system after the establishment of the PRC, such as the relation-
ship between the Central Government and the local government as well
as the relationship among various local governments. In chapter six, the
book profoundly concludes the experience from the process of the CPC’s
construction of the local administrative system after the CPC carne into
power completely. It discovers the general rule and special rule of the
adjustment and transformation of local administrative system under the
leadership of the CPC. In the meantime the book points out the main
challenges of the local administrative system established under the lead-
ership of the CPC in the new century. It also proposes the basic

thoughts to innovate the local administrative system of China.
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
