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Abstract

This is a work about descriptive linguistics, which does a compre-
hensive research on contemporary Chinese adjectives. The writer collected
2110 adjectives and did a complete investigation on the basis of others’
work. The whole book uses statistic and quantitative analysis to give a
rather detailed and static description on adjectives. It is divided into four
chapters: Chapter One gives a brief statement about the adjective studies;
Chapter Two discusses some topics on adjectives, for example, the de-
marcation between adjectives and intransitive verbs, the demarcation be-
tween adjectives and adverbs, the adjectives with objects, a kind of spe-
cial adjectives, the adjectives used as attributes with or without “De” and
so on; Chapter Three briefly argues about the syntactic functions of vari-
ous kinds of adjectives according to the sub-classified pattern of adjec-
tives; Chapter Four expands the problems on the reduplicative patterns of
adjectives and the reduplicated adjectives, explored separately about the
structures, mutations and syntactic functions of monosyllabic and disyl-

labic adjectives.
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
