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Abstract

As a big country with prosperous agriculture, the agricultural product trade holds an important
position in China’ s economic development. Statement in the 17th CPC National Congress indicates:
China should expand its breadth and depth of opening to the outside world and build a more open
market-based economy to promote the national economy to grow steadily and rapidly. After China’s
entry to the WTO, the intemational environment has undergone major changes in which the
agricultural products trade should function according to international conventions. To meet the
growing intense competition in the international market, the agriculture stucture, labor
productivity, agricultural product markets and the quality of agricultural products of our country are
in urgent need of constant improvement.

China has great share in the world’s production, consumption and trade of agricultural
products, also, EU is the economy that exports and imports the most numerous agricultural products
in the world. The agricultural product trade between the two countries occupies an important
position in the world agricultural product trade. On January 1, 2007, Bulgaria and Romania
formally joined the European Union, which includes 27 member countries now. EU has become
China’s largest trade partner and also China’ s second largest export market in agricultural products
(including meat, aquatic products, food, etc.). In the long term, EU is also one of the most
potential markets for China’s agricultural product export, so we can not ignore the influences of the
EU market in the development of China’s agricultural product trade. The research on the
agricultural product export trade development to EU countries will further promote the development
of agricultural products’ export of our country and promote a sustained, healthy and stable
development of China and the EU in agricultural trade, which has a long-term significance for
China’s agriculture development.

Based on the related study at home and abroad and guided by comparative advantage theory,
competitive advantage theory, international competitiveness theory of agricultural products and
relevant demand trade theory, this paper focuses on the research of the agricultural product export
trade form China to EU countries. The methods of research include the combination of normal and
positive method, qualitative research and quantitative method, micro and macro method.

This paper firstly uses the indicators which describe the trade volumes between the two
countries including the scale of trade, trade growth, trade shares, trade structure etc. to analyze the
status of China’s agricultural products export to EU, also, it researches positively on the trade
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complementarity, trade intensity, as well as trade similarity of the agricultural product trade
between China and EU. Secondly, from the perspective of the demand, the paper fully describe the
situation of EU agricultural production, agricultural product trade, consumer demand for agricultural
products in EU, main agricultural product trade management system, import management system,
and related agricultural product trade policy. From the supply perspective, the paper expounds
China’s agricultural export competitiveness to EU by using evaluation indicator system of
agricultural product export competitiveness. Based upon the constant market share model, it also
analyzes the contribution level of the international competitiveness to the agricultural product export
of our country to EU. Finally, after the comprehensive analysis of external and internal factors that
restrict China’s agricultural product export to EU, the paber puts forward some countermeasures and
suggestions which will promote China’s agricultural product export to EU. The measures include:
enbancing foreign communication to create a favorable international trade environment; adjusting
China’ s agricultural product export structure to EU; fully acquainted with the EU market to meet
market demand; enhancing the government’s supporting strength to agricultural product trade;
cultivating brand products and adopting “from point to area” export patiem; actively coping with
various EU non-tariff barriers; intensifying quality and safety management to enhance agricultural
product competitiveness; improving training and marketing services to promote agricultural product
exports; providing services of training and marketing to improve the exports of agricultural products;
developing senior production factors required by agriculture to improve domestic demand quality for
agricultural products; realizing agricultural industrialized operation, etc.
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
