Publisher’s Note

In 1982, a publication scheme was initiated by the Depart-
ment of Chinese Studies to promote research activities of staff
members and foster academic interaction with scholars in the same
discipline in other parts of the world. One of the main items in the
scheme is to publish a series of occasional papers of academic
value by staff members.

The beauty of such a series is that the papers are published in
the form of individual pamphlets, each independent of the other,
without the restraint of a publication deadline, nor the need for
the writers to observe any thematic requirement. Staff members
can write on any subject of their choice, be it on the realms of
language, literature, history, philosophy or even translation, and
submit their scholarly work to the Department any time for
publication. It is therefore a very flexible publication exercise.

On the other hand, there is always the well recognised
shortcomings of an occasional paper series: its print run is always
small, and its circulation is highly limited. In anticipation of this,
the Department had also, when planning its long-term publication
scheme, decided to publish anthologies of this occasional paper
series under the title Collected Papers on Chinese Studies
whenever sufficient numbers of occasional papers are available.
The publication of this anthology series is the realization of
such planning.

All the essays collected herein have been assessed by
internationally renowned scholars. However, the academic views
expressed in the essays are those of the writers; they are not
necessary the views of the Department or the editor.
