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Abstract

The economic and trade relationship is an important part of the
aoverall relationship between China and the United States, it is also one
of the most important bilateral economic and trade ties in the world. The
favorable and healthy deve-lopment of Sino-US economic and trade
relations will be impetus to the Sino-US relations. With the rapid deve-
lopment of Sino-US economic and trade relations, the economic and trade
friction becomes more and more frequent and expands to many fields
when the economic interests of two countries have interlaced together,
which has influenced and restrained the further development of Sino-US
economic and trade ties. This thesis will give a in-depth, multi-spectrum
and systemic analysis on the development history, main features, inhe-
rent root and economic effect of Sino-US economic and trade relations,
master its essence and put forward effective solutions for the development
of Sino-US ‘economic and trade relations in the future.

The basic research path of the thesis is; firstly to introduce and
amend the relevant theories of economic and trade friction on the base of
the retrospection of the development history of Sino-US economic and
trade disputes, and then conclude and discuss the key features of Sino-
US economic and trade friction; secondly to analyze the important cases
of Sino-US economic and trade friction based on the theories of economic
and trade friction, and analyze the intrinsic rootstock of Sino-US eco-
nomic and trade friction from the macro level and micro level; thirdly to
demonstrate the effect of Sino-US -economic and trade friction; finally to

Chapter 1: Introduction. It mainly introduces the research back-
ground and significance, the existing research status domestic and
abroad, the contents and emphasis, the research method and the innova-
tion of the thesis.

Chapter 2: It mainly redefines the concept of economic and trade
friction and defines the 8 kinds of economic and trade friction.

Chapter 3: The Theory Analysis of Economic and Trade Friction. It
puts forward the Pareto frontier of economic and trade friction based on
the basic theory of economic and trade friction including the micro theory
and macroeconomic balance in the condition of completely and incom-
pletely competitive market, the macro theory in the condition of produc-
tivity change and the political economic theory in the interest group
dominant and income pursue principle.

Chapter 4: The Development History and Key Features of Sino-US
Economic and Trade Friction. It mainly discusses three contents; firstly
it concludes the 4 basic features of Sino-US economic and trade relation
development, i. e. the speediness, mutual complementary and mutual
benefit, asymmetry of mutual dependence and normality of economic and
trade friction; secondly it divides the Sino-US economic and trade fric-
tion into 4 stages under the background that Chinese economy is making
for the world and melting into the historical process of global economic
integration, then it analyzes the essential difference of Sino-US economic
and trade friction and Japan-US economic and trade friction; finally it
concludes and summarizes the 6 representations of the key features of
Sino-US economic and trade friction, i.e. the comprehensive friction
fields, the frequent development, the multi measures, the asymmetry
principal part, the controllable degree and the long-term trend.

Chapter 5: Case Study of China-USA Economic and Trade Friction.

It mainly selects 8 representative cases of Sino-US economic and trade
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friction and analyzes them one by one. The emphasis of the study is the
dispute on RMB exchange rate, the dispute on antidumping, anti-subsi-
dy, safeguard measure and special safeguard measure and the dispute on
intellectual property and hi-tech export control.

Chapter 6; The Resource Analysis of Sino-US Economic and Trade
Friction. It mainly make the analysis from the macro level and the micro
level of China and US, in which the macro factors composed of the Sino-
US imbalance, the identical industrial structure and the economic and
diplomatic interest conflict and the micro factors of US composed of the
adjustment of US economic and trade policy for China, the China threat
theory and interest group are analyzed in emphasis, because these are
the core and key reasons to result into the China-USA economic and
trade friction. In addition, the chapter also makes a brief analysis on the
factors of China.

Chapter 7: Analysis on the Effect of Sino-US Economic and Trade
Friction. It mainly discusses the influence of China-US economic and
trade friction from 4 aspects. The emphasis of this chapter is to analyze
the influence of economic and trade friction to Chinese economy and
China-US economic and trade relationship, and the result is that the
influence to Chinese economy lies in the positive and negative aspect,
while the influence on the China-US economic and trade relationship is
mainly embodies on the negative level.

Chapter 8: The Development Trend and Solutions of Sino-US Eco-
nomic and Trade Friction. This chapter firstly analyzes the basic trend of
China-US economic and trade friction and put forward the extensive field
for the further expansion of China-US economic and trade friction, then
it puts forward the effective solutions from the viewpoint of the counter-
measure of China, the suggestion to US and the united action of China
and the United States.

The conclusion of this book is that; the Sino-US imbalance can

not be solved in the middle and long term, and the identification of
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industrial structure of the both countries is unaveidable, and pervasion of
China threat theory determine the basic trend of Sino-US economic and
trade friction, i. e. long-term and sharpness. China should make some
preparation to solve the economic and trade friction properly based on the
strategic orientation and height and promote the harmonious development
of Sino-US economic and trade relations when the top period of Sino-US

economic and trade friction is coming in 10-15 years.
