More and more government leaders
were resigned for the safety

ore and more Chinese government
leaders have been resigned (% 1)
since September 8th, 2008. The first high
officer—Meng Xuenong, the governor (& ) of
Shanxi Province gave off the governor of Shanxi
Province because of the serious accident of Linfen
on September 8. It is reported that almost 245 people
lost their lives and about 34 persons were injured
during this serious accident. As the governor of
Shanxi Province, Meng Xuenong and Zhang Jianmin
lost ‘their officers. More officers in Linfen were
removed from their office.

About two weeks later, the State Department of
China agrees that Li Changjiang sended in his papers
because of the serious accident of San Lu Milk. At
the same time, Wu Xianguo was relieved his post of
the secretary of the Party Committee (7 Z& ¥ it.) of
Shijiazhuang by the Party Committee of Hebei. Just
in the same time, Huang Haiguang was relieved his
deputy director of Longgang District by Shenzhen
government because of the serious fire accident in a
dance hall.

Why so many officers were blamed (|5] 57) by
the government? Because they are the main leaders,
they must be responsible for (# 77) the safety of the
people. But many of them didn’t pay more attention
to the safety of his people. Mr Hu Jintao, the
secretary of the Party Committee (& 45 iC.) of China,
criticized (#t1F) some officers at a meeting. He
said that some officers didn’t care for the people’s
voice and problems, didn’t pay more attention to the
people’s safety.

ccording to the Xinhua News, from

September 17,2008, Chinese government

decided to give up the rules of food with no
checking. Many people said yes to it. The officer
said that these days, the food safety accident about

children milk of Sanlu made the government decide

to give it up. In order to keep the food safe and

people healthy, Chinese government said that all
the food must be checked. The rule of food with no
checking made in 1999 was given up from that day.

“I think if the companies get the food with no
checking, they will never check their food. It gives
them the chance of making the food of poor quality,”
an old man said in the shop. “I hope our government
not only gives it up, but also makes some strong rules
to manage the companies,” a young woman told us.
“The important point 1s our government should send
officers to the companies and check their food every
time,” a shop owner said. A young expert of food
safety said, “The department of government should
take the food from the shop or supermarket and
check, not ask them to send. In that way, we can get
the real checking.”

But in order to keep people’s health, the
government asks the officers to check all the food
before they are sent to the shop or supermarket. That

means all the food must be checked before they are

sold.

Mr Hu Jintao writes the
name on its right arm. On its left arm, there is a
Chinese national flag ([ j#). Its color is white. It is
made up of a helmet (k% ), arms, body, legs and
boots (#tT). It can continue (#F4E) for about four

hours when the astronaut walks 1n the space. It can

be used again for five times. “We began to research it
from July, 2004 and it took us about four yeas. Until
July, 2008, we must keep the astronaut safe when
he walks in the space. We also keep the information
going between the astronaut and Beijing. It also
keeps the particle (#IF) of the sun out.” said Liu
Xiangyang, director of space clothes.
