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In 219 before BC. Qinshihuang, the first emperor of the Qing Dynasty under-
took an inspection mission to the east. He climbed on the Langya Mountain.
erected a stone carved with characters, and set up the city of Buqi.

In 318 before BC. Zhang Lianshan eonstructed the Tainqing Palace on
Laoshan Mountain.

In November 1891, The Qing Dynasty set up defenses and the headquarters
for the commanding officer of garrison troops.

On November 14, 1897, the German marines landed on Jiaozhou Bay and
occupied Qingdao.

On March 6, 1898, China and Germany signed the Jiaozhou and Macao
Leasing Treaty, thus Qingdao was under the colonial rule of Germany.

On September 2, 1898, Germany made Qingdao a free harbor, opening it to
the world.

On June 1st, 1904, The Jiao-Ji railway was open to traffic.

On November 7, 1914, Japanese forces occupied Qingdao for the first time.
after defeating the German troops there.

From January to April in 1919, at the Paris Peace Conference, Britain, the
United States and France connived at Japan's action, and refused to hand
over Qingdao to China. They also allowed Japan to take over from Germany
all the interests in Shandong.

On May 4, 1919, The May 4th Movement broke out, and the whole nation
“pledged to fight to the death in recovering Qingdao”, touching off the move-
ment nationwide.

On December 10, 1922, Japan returned Qingdao to the Northem Government,
s0 Qingdao was back to the Chinese sovereignty.

On April 20, 1929, the National Government designated Qingdao as a spe-
cial city

On January 10, 1938, Japan invaded Qingdao for the second time.

On October 25, 1945, the National Government recovered Qingdao from
Japan.

On June 2, 1949, Qingdao was liberated, and the Qingdao people’ds gov-
emment was set up.

On May 4, 1984, Qingdao was listed as one of the 14 coastal cities open to
the outside world. The government also approved it to set up State-level eco-
nomic development zones.

In 1992, The Qingdao municipal Party committee and Qingdao government
decided to move the urban construction eastward, thus beginning the con-
struction of the new eastern area.
