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Abstract

The university competitive power is a significant component part of the
national comprehensive competitive power, it affects the improvement of the
country’s scientific and technical competitive power and the quality of the
national people. The system factor is a prerequisite for the direct influence on
the university competitive power, the systematic competition and innovation are
the premise to and the crux of improving the university competitive power.
Taking the theory of new institutional economics as the analysis framework, from
the perspective of the university’s property rights, transactions, trust-agency
relations and systematic vicissitudes, this book makes a systematizing and
integral research on the extrinsic system circumstances and intrinsic system
arrangements for generating the university competitive power. It emphasizes on
the relation between the university system and the university competitive power,
puts forward some countermoves and proposals concerning China’s lifting the
university competitive power, trying to create the top class universities in the
world and participating international education competitions on the basis of
dissecting the successful experiences of the foreign famous universities.

Presently, universities in China are active in trying to create the top class

universities in the world, both the government and the universities themselves



have paid much attention to this matter, and try to participate the competitions
relating to the international education service trade and continuously enhance the
national comprehensive competitive power through promoting the universities’
competitive power. The academic circles and the university presidents stick to
their own views on how to forge the university competitive power. This book,
having a foothold on the strategic height of the universities’ existence and
competitive development, constructing the top class universities in the world and
promoting national competitive power, having in mind the realistic and long-term
need of China’s promoting its university competitive power and participating the
international competitions, analyzes the inner relations among the university which
is a entity organization generating competitive power. It, mainly bases on the
theories of the new institutional economics and competitive advantages, regarding
universities as the independent entity organizations in the society, dissects
completely the factor affecting the universities’ intrinsic system and social
systematic circumstances, does its best to analyze how to forge a university’s
competitive power in a way of all-directions, three-dimensions and multi-views.

Firstly, the theoretical foundation of this book elaborates the reason why
this topic was selected, makes a general survey of the researches relating to this
topic, elucidates the core concepts concerning the proposition research of the
university competitive power, explains the relations between the theoretic setup
of the new institutional economics and that of the competitive advantages, and
analyzes the generation of the university competitive power.

Secondly, this book focuses on the inner relations for generating the
university competitive power. This section is the theoretical pivot-point of
erecting the viewpoints of this book, including the key elements, modes,
operating mechanism and university position relating to the university competitive
power. It focuses on explaining that a university is a social entity organization
and possesses distinctive economic characteristics, that the university
competitive power is the premise to generating general and core competitive
power , that the key elements of the university competitive power does not

equate the competitive power itself, that the modes of the competitive power are



different in different-nature universities or on different phases of the same
university, that the operation of the university competitive power is the result of
the collaboration of many kinds of mechanism , and that the position sequencing
rules concerning universities is an important kind of mechanism for the public to
evaluate the university competitive power and for a university to develop.

The third, this book, using the way of substantial evidence, analyzes the
experiences that American universities promote their competitive power,
concretely dissect the different modes forging the competitive power between the
state-owned Pokily University and the private-owned Harvard University under the
background of the same social institution of the United States. It further states
that the formation of the university competitive power is not merely decided by the
nature of university-running, it mainly originates from the university’s survival
environment, the selection of systems and the effects of mechanism.

The fourth, this book, be aimed at the existing misunderstandings and
problems concerning China’s promoting the university competitive power,
considering the reality of the university competitive power in China, the book
puts forward the countermoves and proposals for development. There are many
problems concerning China’s promoting the university competitive power,
expanding the scale is the normal way being used. In fact, the competitive
power of the world-famous universities is not measured by the scale, but by
connotation-oriented development. For promoting the competitive power, China’s
universities should begin with system innovations, continuously optimize the
harmonization of the intrinsic systems of the government, the society and the
universities, gurrantee the formation of the university competitive power through
optimizing systems. It is not realistic that the government’s financial support be
the only dependence. The competitions between universities are mainly system
competitions, reinforcing the inner mechanism of an university’s organism is the

path dependence of forging competitive power.
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
