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The prevention and control of HIV/AIDS is a crucial
matter related to the basic quality of China as well
as the prosperity and adversity of the nation. The
leaders of the Party and the governments of all
levels must raise their consciousness and mobilize
the whole society, starting from education, keeping
a foothold on prevention, to uncompromisingly

suppress the prevalence of HIV/AIDS.
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The State Council pays high attention to HIV/AIDS
prevention and control and has arranged the work. It
is a must for us to put the responsibility system into
practice, strengthen the foundation work, including
prevention and control programs, monitoring and
inspection, team building and legal administration,
and at the same time we must earnestly accumulate
successful experience and really get a good hold of
this great thing that closely concerns the material
benefits of the people of the whole nation.
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In order to suppress the prevalence and spread of HIV/AIDS in Yunnan, in
December 2004, the State Council issued the Program on Further Support
to Strengthening Yunnan’s Drug Prohibition and HIV/AIDS Prevention and
Control Work, and the CPC Yunnan Provincial Committee and Government also
constituted the Yunnan Implementation Program for HIVV/AIDS Prevention and

Control Work (2005-2007). In accordance with the demand of the program, an
influential three-year people’s campaign to prevent and control HIV/AIDS was

developed in Yunnan Province.

Prevalence Situation of HIV/AIDS in Yunnan Provmce
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In 1987 the first people living with HIV and AIDS was found among foreign
visitors in Yunnan. In 1989, 146 people living with HIV and AIDS were found in
batches for the first time among groups of injection drug users along the border
area, By December 2004, the accumulative total number of people living with
HIV and AIDS in the whole province was reported to be 28,391 cases, spreading
to 16 prefectures (cities) and 125 counties (cities and districts). The prevalence
of HIV/AIDS in Yunnan entered a rapid growth stage. By the end of 2007, the

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evalence Characteristics of HIV/AIDS in Yunnan Province
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I It proliferates to the hinterland, wide in afferent scale and different from place
to place. By the end of 2006, people living with HIV and AIDS were reported
to be found in 129 counties (cities and districts). By 2007, Dehong, Honghe,
Lincang, Wenshan and Dali entered into an high prevalence phase and the other
11 prefectures (cities) entered into the medium prevalence phase.

Il. The proportion of infected females is increasing year by year.

Ill. Sexually transmitted infections are in a tendency to growth. The HIV/AIDS
transmission mode has changed from the injection transmission caused by IDUs
who share injection equipment to sexual transmission.

IV. The prevalence rate of high risk population is developing in a tendency to
gentleness but still remains at a high level.

V. HIV is proliferating from the bridge poputation (IDUS and CSW) to the ordinary
population.

VI. People living with HIV and AIDS and AIDS patients are successively entering
into a height of paroxysm and death.
