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hildren today have so much pressure. To make learning less

stressful my feeling is that language can be learnt through
music and song. The learning progress is enhanced in a happy
environment. Songs are the best way because they free the speech
muscles to facilitate learning while evoking positive emotions
in children and putting them in a calm state. This has been my
experience.

Born into a musical family, my mother played piano and my
father the violin. Both my parents filled my childhood with music.
My parents always said that if you want to keep children out of
trouble, teach them music, singing and drawing. How right they
were.

Today children are exposed to so many negatives.
Television, family violence, school pressure, competition, parents
expectations, societies pressure. Who ever listens to their cries.
Unhappy children become unhappy adults.

While in India and spending a lot of time researching
philosophy with the help of many masters. Finally it was Lao
Tzu's teaching that you will pick up in some of my chants and
songs.

Writing is an expression more powerful than words. Music
and movement reinforce the linguistic material and bring children
to an infantile state which makes the child more open to learning.

Learning can be fun.
