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Abstract

The two most important events in Beijing in 2008 are the 30th anniversary of
reform and opening-up of China and the success of the Beijing Olympic and Paralympic
Games. The theme of reports and essays in this volume are the rich cultural heritage of
Beijing Olympic activities from 2001 —2008, the new development of Beijing’s cultural
creativity industries, and the cultural criticism from the perspective of scholars.

The reports and essays are divided into four parts. “General Report” deals with
some subjects such as the transition and development of ideological culture, culture of
public service units, and cultural industry in Beijing since 1978; The problems in
current Beijing culture and the suggestions to solve them; and summarizing the
experience of the “Humane Olympic Games” of Beijing in order to push forward the
construction of “Humane Beijing” .

The first part “Beijing Olympic Legacy” explores the positive impact of 2008
Beijing Olympic Games on China and Beijing; the role of ideal of “Humane Olympic
Games” in shaping Beijing cultural image; characteristics of Beijing Olympic volunteer
program and the volunteer spirit and the transfer of their achievements.

The second part “Olympic Cultural Activities and China’s Image” overviews the
Olympic cultural activities in Beijing since 2001, such as Beijing Olympic Games &
Paralympic Games opening /closing ceremonies, all six consecutive Beijing cultural
Olympics programs, etc. Those events let the world knows China, and let Beijing open
to the world. China’s new media in 2008 Beijing Olympic Games set up an excellent
exchange platform, demonstrating its unique advantages of development in future.

The third part “ Cultural Creativity Industries” tracks Beijing’s cultural creativity
industries clusters, Beijing press and publication industry, Beijing’s exhibition &
convention industry , Beijing art market separately. Some of them have been active in
2008, and some of them are not entirely studied yet. They show that the development
of cultural creativity industries helps to ward off the world financial turmoil.

The fourth part “ Current Culture and Cultural Criticism ” focus on the

development of education in Beijing with a consideration of the current world financial



crisis, the role of protection of cultural relics in the construction of “Humane Beijing” ,
the cultural mechanism and function of the CCTV Spring Festival Gala, the influence of
film culture on Beijing adolescents, formation of core Jjournals’hegemony and its negative
impact on China’s academics. The report of “A Review of Cyber-Culture during
2008" shows the cultivation and management of cyber—culture should be strengthened

immediately.
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
