Language is the most astonishing behavior in the animal kingdom. It is the species-
typical behavior that sets humans completely _ 67. apart from all other animals. Language is a
means of communication, __68. but __ it is much more than that. Many animals can __69. communicate .
The dance of the honeybee communicates the location of flowers __70. to  other members of the
hive (##¥). But human language permits communication about anything, _ 71. even  things like
unicorn (J# £ #) that have never existed. The key __72. lies _ in the fact that the units of meaning, words,
can be __73. strung  together in different ways, according to _ 74. rules , to communicate different
meanings.

A word once spoken can never be recalled.
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Language is the most important learning we do. Nothing _75. defines  humans so much as our
ability to communicate abstract thoughts, _76. whether  about the universe, the mind, love, dreams, or
ordering a drink. It is an immensely complex __77. process _ that we take for granted. Indeed, we are not
aware of most __78. aspects _ of our speech and understanding. Consider what happens when one person
is speaking to __79. another . The speaker has to translate thoughts into __80. spoken  language.
Brain imaging studies suggest that the time from thoughts to the _ 81. beginning  of speech is
extremely fast, only 0.04 seconds! The listener must hear the sounds to __82. figure  out what the
speaker means. He must use the sounds of speech to _83. identify  the words spoken, understand the
pattern of __84. organization _ of the words (sentences), and finally __85. interpret  the meaning.
This takes somewhat longer, a minimum of about 0.5 seconds. But __86. once _started, it is of course

a continuous process.

Historians tend to tell the same joke when they are describing history education in America. It’s
the one __61. about the teacher standing in the schoolroom door __62. waving goodbye to students

The problem with the joke, of course, is that it’s __64. not  funny. The recent surveys on

65. historical _illiteracy ( JG1 ) are beginning to numb ( 4 AFE4i ): nearly one third of American
17-year-olds cannot even __66. identify  which countries the United States __67. fought  against in
that war. One third have no __68. idea _ when the Declaration of Independence was __69. signed . One
third thought Columbus reached the New World after 1750. Two thirds cannot correctly __70. judge the 7
Civil War between 1850 and 1900. __71. Even  when they get the answers right, some are

72. just _ guessing.

Unlike math or science, ignorance of history cannot be __73. directly  connected to loss of
international __74. community . But it does affect our future __75. as _ a democratic nation and as
individuals.

The __76. good  news is that there is growing agreement _77. on _ what is wrong with
the __78. teaching _ of history and what needs to be __79. done _to fix it. The steps are tentative ( %=
AP ) __80.0or yet to be felt in most classrooms.
