In the American economy, this ;cﬁanism is provided by a price system, a
process in which prices rise and fall in response to relative demands of con-
sumers and supplies offered by seller-producers. If the product is in short
supply relative to the demand, the price will be bid up and some consumers
will be eliminated from the market. If, on the other hand, producing more
of a commeodity resuits in reducing its cost, tﬁis will tend to increase the sup-
ply offered by seller-producers, which in turn will lower the price and permit
more consumers to buy the product. Thus, price is the regulating mecha-
nism in the American economic system.
