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The establishment of the Third Reich influenced events in American
history by starting a chain of events which culminated in war between
Germany and the United States. The compete destruction of democracy,
the persecution of Jews, the war on religion, the cruelty and barbarism of
the Nazis, and especially the plans of Germany and her allies, Italy and
Japan, for world conquest caused great indignation in this country and
brought on fear of another world war. While speaking out against Hitler’ s
atrocities, the American people generally favored isolationist policies and
neutrality. The Neutrality Acts of 1935 and 1936 prohibited trade with any
belligerents or loans to them. In 1937 the President was empowered to
declare an arms embargo in wars between nations at his discretion.

Some social and cultural conditions served to empower women.

~ During the Elizabethan era (1558—1603) the culture was dominated by a

powerful Queen, who provided an impressive female example though she
left scant cultural space for other women. Elizabethan women writers began
to produce original texts but were occupied chiefly with translation. In the
17th century, however, various circumstances enabled women to write
original texts in some numbers. For one thing, some counterweight to
patriarchy was provided by female communities—mothers and daughters,
extended kinship networks, close female friends, the separate court of
Queen Anne (King James’ consort) and her often oppositional masques
and political activities. For another, most of these women had a reasonably
good education ( modern languages, history, literature, religion, music,
occasionally Latin) and some apparently found in romances and histories
more expansive terms for imagining women’ s lives. Also, representation of
vigorous and rebellious female characters in literature and especially on the
stage no doubt helped to undermine any monolithic social construct of
women’ s mature and role.
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As far as political views are concerned, people fall into three
categories. First are the conservative people. Conservatives are opposed to
sudden or great changes. Second are the liberal people. These people are
in favour of progress and reform. But their opinions often seem too
idealistic. Third are the moderate people. The moderates keep everything
within reasonable limits. They are more practical in this hard world. In my
opinion, most people seem to belong to this group.

Ever since humans have lived on the earth, they have made use of
various forms of communication. Generally, this expression of thoughts
and feelings has been in the form of oral speech.
