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An overlook of Jinuo Culture is a book about Jinuo culture. It from
the historical perspective, records the origin, transformations of the social
structure, language, religion, calendar, folkways and mores, moral prin-
ciples, work and play, arts and literature, education and sports, trans-
portation and communications, and medical care of the Jinuo nationality .

It summarizes and demonstrates their
cultural practices and preserves their cultural quintessence. All this has
